“First considerations [of the United Nations’ post 2015 goals for Water, Sanitation and Hygiene – WASH]  turned around the suggested ambitious target to provide universal access to safe and sustainable water, sanitation and hygiene – targeting the most disadvantaged and marginalised groups in particular. Services must reach everybody within a reasonable time horizon. It is no longer enough to bring services to households; water and sanitation must also be in place in equally critical schools and health centres. Vital hygiene issues, such as hand washing and menstrual hygiene management, respectively help determine public health and gender equality. WASH does not lack the technologies to quickly build a pit latrine, drill a borehole, provide soap bottle; rather, the challenge is to ensure these systems are custom designed with community ownership and are built to last decades with reliable daily operation, maintenance and use. This far more difficult task requires government leadership particularly at local levels, and a process-oriented approach that shifts social norms and behaviours for lasting change. In addition, WASH sustainability has complex dimensions, linked ‘upstream’ to water resources and ‘downstream’ to wastewater management.”

“The MDG drinking water target was met five years ahead of the 2015 deadline which meant that over 2 billion people have gained access to an improved water source since 1990. Despite this success 783 million people remain without access and an estimated 1.8 billion of those who depend on improved sources still use water that is known to be unsafe to drink. Sustainability of the water services remains a challenge. Even more alarming, some 2.5 billion people are still without improved sanitation. Access to sanitation currently ranks as the most-off track of the MDGs, and open defecation is still practiced by 1.1 billion people. Rapid urbanisation is compounding the problem in the burgeoning number of cities in the developing world. The fact that so many people are without sanitation makes it one of the greatest challenges we face globally today. The unfinished business needs continued attention in the new development framework.”

“On July 28, 2010, the United Nations General Assembly adopted an historic resolution recognizing  the human right to safe and clean drinking water  and sanitation as “essential for the full enjoyment  of the right to life.” For those of us in the balcony of the General Assembly that day, the air was tense with suspense. A number of powerful countries had lined up to oppose the resolution so it had to be put to a vote. Bolivian UN Ambassador Pablo Solón introduced the resolution by reminding the Assembly that human bodies are made up of almost two-thirds of water and that our blood flows like a network of rivers to transport nutrients and energy to our bodies. “Water is life,” he said. 

But then he laid out the tragic and growing numbers of people around the world dying from lack of access to clean water. He quoted a new World Health Organization study on diarrhoea showing that every three-and-a-half seconds in the developing world, a child dies of water-borne disease. 

Ambassador Solón then quietly snapped his fingers three times and held his small finger up for a half second. The General Assembly of the United Nations fell silent. Moments later, it voted overwhelmingly to recognize the human right to water and sanitation. People on the floor erupted in cheers. 

Two months later, the UN Human Rights Council adopted a second resolution affirming that water and sanitation are human rights, adding that the human right to safe drinking water and sanitation is derived from the right to an adequate standard of living and is “inextricably related to the right to the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health as well as the right to life and human dignity.” Together, the two resolutions represent an extraordinary breakthrough in the international struggle for the right to safe clean drinking water and sanitation and a crucial milestone in the fight for water justice. The resolutions also complete the promises of the 1992 Rio Earth Summit where water, climate change, biodiversity and desertification were all targeted for action. All but water had been addressed by the United Nations with a convention and a plan; the circle has finally closed.”

“Farmers get their irrigation water either from rivers or from underground aquifers. Historically, beginning with the Sumerians some 6,000 years ago, irrigation water came from building dams across rivers, creating reservoirs that then enabled them to divert the water on to the land through a network of gravity-fed canals. This method of irrigation prevailed until the second half of the 20th century, where with few sites remaining for building dams, the prospects for expanding surface irrigation faded. Farmers then turned to drilling wells to tap underground water resources.

In doing so, they learned that there are two types of aquifers: those that are replenishable through rainfall, which are in the majority, and those that consist of water laid down eons ago, and thus do not recharge. The latter, known as fossil aquifers, include two strategically important ones, the deep aquifer under the North China Plain and the Ogallala aquifer under the US Great Plains.

Tapping underground water resources helped expand world food production, but as the demand for grain continued climbing, so too did the amount of water pumped. Eventually the extraction of water began to exceed the recharge of aquifers from precipitation, and water tables began to fall. And then wells begin to go dry. In effect, overpumping creates a water-based food bubble, one that will burst when the aquifer is depleted and the rate of pumping is necessarily reduced to the rate of recharge.

Today some 18 countries, containing half the world's people, are overpumping their aquifers. Among these are the big three grain producers – China, India and the US – and several other populous countries, including Iran, Pakistan and Mexico.
